POLIS is a two year master course 
for graduate art students who want 
to implement their starting artistic 
practices in an environment where 
debate is fundamental to the 
learning model.

This deepening coincides with the 
ability to articulate and visualize 
arguments with an explicit attention 
for human pluriformity.
